· TriHydro Contract - Environmental Health Director Lea Guthrie was present for this meeting.  Lea stated Civil Counsel Dan Browder has reviewed this contract for the second phase of ground water monitoring in the Corvallis and Hamilton area and there are no problems noted.  Commissioner Stoltz made a motion to have the Chair sign the TriHydro contract for services.  Commissioner Foss seconded the motion and all voted "aye". (3-0)
· 2nd Street/Main Street in Corvallis - Pam Kaye of the Wild Mare Restaurant was present for this meeting.
